Eligibility for Scholarship: Dalit students of all religions (SC-A,B,C,D and BC-C)  from AP with first class in 2004 SSC examinations.

Eligibility for Activist Award: Dalit students of all religions at any stage in education and active in the area of human rights, social justice or any other kind of activity beneficial to the society at large and dalits in particular.

Documents needed for the scholarship:

· SSC Marks sheet, Community  and Income certificate from an appropriate authority; 2 passport size photographs; Letter from the college Principal with  the particulars of subjects (Math, Physics, Biology etc) taken  in Intermediate

· A neatly hand written/typed Bio-data form with the following particulars

· Your name; Date of Birth; Total Marks obtained in SSC examination; Father’s Name and occupation; Mother’s Name and occupation; Address for communication with PINCODE and Telephone number (if any)

· A neatly hand written/typed essay with a paragraph each on the following 3 topics. We encourage you to write on your own in English or Telugu.

· What do you know about Babasaheb Ambedkar, his life and mission?

· What do you plan to achieve in life? How and Why?

· How do you plan to help others in your adult life?

Documents needed for Activist Award: 

· Your particulars: Name, Date of Birth, name and occupation of Father and mother, caste certificate, Address for communication, passport photograph, your educational qualification and a brief description of your activities that we should consider for rewarding you with “Activist Award”.

· A minimum of 2 letters of recommendation testifying your activities among dalits from well known people (preferably dalits) in your area. 
· Newspaper reports (if any)
